The Youth Chinese Test, YCT, is an international, standardized Chinese language
ability test designed to encourage non—native Chinese—speaking primary and middle
school students to learn Chinese, and develop and improve their proficiency with
Chinese. It assesses their ability to use Chinese in daily life and study.

The YCT consists of a writing test and a speaking test, which are independent of
each other. There are four levels of writing tests,namely, YCT (Level I), YCT (Level Il),
YCT (Level Ill) and YCT (Level IV).There are two levels of speaking tests, namely, YCT
(Beginner Level) and YCT (Intermediate Level). During the speaking test, test takers’

speeches will be recorded.

1.HOW MANY TIMES WILL THE YT RE HELD IN 20117
Each level of the YCT will be held 4 times in 2011, and the speaking test will be

held twice.

2. WHERE IS THEYCT HELD? ON WHICH DATES?

Test takers may check YCT test centers by referring to  “Information about Testing
Centers” on www.chinesetesting.cn. By reviewing the detailed information for the
specific test center chosen, test takersmay find the dates on which the YCT is held

at the test center. The test takermay also find the test information from local Chinese
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language training agencies.

3HOWCCANIREASTERFOR THEYLT?

The test taker may either register online or register at a test centers for the YCT.
For online registration, test takers should log in at www.chinesetesting.cn and fill out
related information as per the instructions on the website.To register for the YCT at a
test center, the test takers may contact the test center they have chosen to learn of

registration requirements and methods.

6. LIHATIS THE FORMAT OF THEYCT?

YCT Level |-1V are all paper-based tests. Test takers should fill in the Answer
Sheet with a 2B pencil indicating the answers to questions in the listening, reading
and writing sections. All test takers in all test rooms should start and end the test
simultaneously. For the YCT Speaking Test (Beginner and Intermediate Levels), test
takers’ speeches will be recorded with recording devices. All test takers in all test

rooms will start and end the test simultaneously, recording their answers with their
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individual, separate recording devices.

FLWHAT SHoOULD TEST TAKLERS RRING TO THE TEST CENTER ON
THETESTDATE?

On the test day, test takers can only carry their Test Admission Ticket, two or more
2B pencils and an eraser to their respective seats. Other articles should be put in the
place designated by the test examiner and proctor, and should not be with the test

takers.

LUWILL TEST TALERS RE ARLE To RECEIVE THEIR SCORES AFTER
ANSWERING THE TEST EXAMNERS QUESTIONS IN THE SPEALING
TeEST?

No. The speaking test will use on-site recording. Test takers in the test rooms will
simultaneously use their respective recording devices to record their speeches and the

recordings will be graded uniformly by Chinese Testing International.

4.DOES RECEIVING A SCORE THAT MEETS THE MiNmum ScoRE
REQUIREMENTS MEAN YoUPASS THE TEST?

Yes. There is no specific score requirement for any single section of the YCT.
Therefore, a total score meeting the minimum score requirementsstands fora “pass”

on the test.

10.HOW AN TEST TALERS INQUIRE AROUT SCORES AND GET THE
ScoORE REPORT?

One month after taking the test, test takers can log onto the Chinese Testing
website at www.chinesetesting.cn or inquire at the test centers where they registered
for the test. When looking up scores online, test takers should type in their 18-digit
Test Admission Ticket number and the name on their Test Admission Ticket. Test
takers who have attended the YCT, whether they passed the test or not, may contact
the test center where they took the test for their score report one month after the test

date.

3.REQUIREMENTS FORPHOTOS

Test takers of YCT paper—based tests Level 1-4 are not required to submit photos;

Test takers of YCT speaking tests are required to submit standard ID photos.

1) Requirements of Photos Sample:

—— A recent bareheaded photo of the test taker
without a hat, turban, hair band or sunglasses;
—— A black and white photo or color photo, preferably

with a white background;

—— with a clear, frontal view of the face of the test taker;

After logging into the registration website, the test taker may upload his/her digital
photo according to the instructions, and the photo will be shown on the test taker’ s
Test Admission Ticket and Score Report. Test taker who upload a digital photo do not

need to prepare ahardcopy of the photo.

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Note: If the test taker is unable to upload his/her photo in adigital format, he/she can
store his/her photo on a mobile storage device (USB flash drive or mobile hard disk drive)

and bring it to the registration test center for assistance.

3) If the test taker provides anon-digital photo:

Test taker who fails to provide a digital photo should prepare two non-digital

photos according to the above requirements and submit them to the staff of the test

center during registration.

G.TEST ADMISSION TICKET

The contents of the Test Admission Ticket include test taker’ s name, nationality,
gender, ID certificate type and number, test subjects, test date, test center, test
location, test room information, etc.

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Note: After receiving the Test Admission Ticket, the test taker should carefully check

the ticket for any errors.
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The test taker is required to show his/her Test Admission Ticket when entering the
test room; otherwise the test examiner may refuse to let him/her in. The test taker is
advised to keep his/her Test Admission Ticket after the test, as it shall be used when
the test taker collects his/her YCT Score Report, inquires about his/her YCT test score

or applies for an additional Score Report.

5.CORRECTION OF INPUT ERRORS

For minor errors in test registration:

Before the deadline for test registration, the test taker can make modifications
online or request the test center to make modifications.After the deadline for test
registration up until the day of the test, the test taker can only make modifications by
requesting them through the test center (no fees will be charged for this service).After
the test, no modifications can be made.

Minor input errors include:

1 Misspelled Name

[ Incorrect Nationality

I Incorrect Gender

¥ Incorrect Photo

* “Misspelled name” refers to incorrect name information due to input errors.
Significant changes to name information should be made in accordance with the rules in
“Modification of Registration Information” . If Chinese Testing International considers
a modification to be a significant change, it has the right to reject such modifications.
*After changing his/her information, the test taker needs to reprint his/her Test Admission

Ticket or contact the test center to request a new ticket.

6. MODIFICATION OF REAISTRATION INFORMATION

Before making payment, the test taker can modify information concerning test
dates and personal information or cancel test reservation with no restrictions.
If payment has been made, the test taker can make modifications in accordance

with the following requirements:
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1)How to Modify Information

Information can be modified by logging in at the Chinese Testing website or by
contacting test centers.

2)Test Date Modification

The test taker can choose another test of the same subject (level) held at the same
test center where he/she has registered. If the date, subject or seat does not meet
the test taker’ s requirements, he/she may cancel the modification or cancel the test
registration.

3)Deadline and Fees for Modification

(1) Before the deadline for test registration (including the day of the deadline):
the test taker can apply for any modification free of charge. If the test taker has printed
the Test Admission Ticket, he/she will have to print a new Test Admission Ticket after
changing his/her personal information.

(2 After the deadline for test registration up until 10 days before the test (including
the 10th day): if modifications are made during this period, the test taker will be required
to pay a service fee equal to 30% of the test fee.

(@ Within 10 days of the test date: no modification will be permitted.

Note: The registered test location (test center) and the test subject (level) cannot be

changed.

7REQSTRATION CANCELLATION AND REFUND

If the test taker has not paid the test fee by the registration deadline, he/she may
cancel the test registration. But if the test taker has not paid the test fee after the
registration deadline, his/her test registration will be automatically canceled.

If the test taker has paid the test fee, cancelation should be carried out in
accordance with following regulations.

(1) Before the deadline for test registration (including the day of the deadline):
The test taker can cancel his/her test registration either online or by contacting the test
center; and the test taker is eligible for a full refund in the manner prescribed by the test

center.
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(2 After the deadline for test registration up until 10 days before the test date
(including the 10th day): The test taker can cancel his/her test registration either online
or by contacting the test center; and the test taker is eligible for a 50% refund in the
manner prescribed by the test center.

(@ Less than 10 days before the test: no cancelation can be made and no refunds

will be provided.

Note: Approved refunds will be returned by the test center to the test taker within 60
days after the test date. If additional fees arise out of the transfer of the funds, the fees will

be deducted from the refund.

lll.Preparation For The Test And Test Regulations

1.PREPARATION FOR THE TEST

Test takers may learn about the different levels and test content by referring to
the New YCT Syllabus, which contains an introduction to the YCT, YCT sample tests,
reference answers to the tests and a list of YCT vocabulary.

For information on the various levels and test content of the YCT, test takers
may refer to the New YCT Syllabus, a guide to the test which contains a general
introduction, sample tests and reference answers as well as YCT vocabulary. It comes
with a disk containing sample listening tests. Test takers can also take practice tests on

the Chinese Testing website.

2.ARTICLES TONRRINGFOR THE TEST
On the test date, the test taker must carry his/her Test Admission Ticket, 2B

pencils and an eraser to the test room. If the test taker does not carry his/her Test

Admission Ticket, the test examiner may refuse to let him/her in the test room.

3PREPARING THE TEST ADMSSION TICKET

Test takers who registered for the test online, made the payment and received
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Test takers who registered for the test at a test center can collect their Test Admission

Ticketd seven days before the test at the test center where they registered.

Note: When filling in the Answer Sheet with a 2B pencil, please make sure your
answers are marked clearly and filled in completely, otherwise the reading machine may
not be able to identify your answers. If a test taker’ score is lower due to failure to follow

instructions, the test taker will bear the consequences.

0 Testing Methods

YCT (Levels I-1V) tests are all paper—based tests. All test takers in all test rooms
shall take the test simultaneously, following the instructions of the test examiner.

In the listening section, an audio recording will be played, with questions on the
test paper. In other sections, all test content appear only on the test paper. Test takers
should fill in all the answers on the Answer Sheet.
2)Speaking Test

In the YCT speaking tests of all levels, test takers shall provide their answers aloud.
All answers will be recorded. All test takers will take the test simultaneously, following
the instructions of the test examiner.

During the speaking test, an audio recording will be played with the questions on
the test paper. The test taker’ answers will be recorded.

In the test room, following the instructions of the test examiner, test takers will
record their answers simultaneously with their respective recording devices. When
answering questions, they should ensure that their voice is as loud as or a little louder

than during normal conversation so that other test takers’ voices in the same test
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room will not affect China Testing International’ s assessment of the test taker’ s

language speaking abilities.

5.TESTROOMREGULATIONS AND TEST REGULATIONS

1)Requirements for Admission

Test takers should arrive at the test room half an hour before the test is scheduled
to begin.

Paper—based Test: If a test taker is late and the listening test has not begun,
the test taker can enter the test room and take the test; if a test taker is late and
the listening test has already begun, the test taker needs to wait until the listening
test ends, and then enter the test room to take the reading test (please note that no
additional time will be given). If a test taker is late and the reading test has already
begun, the test taker will not be allowed to take the test.

Speaking Test: If a test taker is late and the recording has not begun, the test taker
can enter the test room and take the test (please note that no additional time will be
given); if a test taker is late and the recording has already begun, the test taker will not
be allowed to take the test.
2)Requirements for Seating

Each test taker must sit at the designated seat, and has no right to choose a seat.
3)Requirements for Articles

Only valid a Test Admission Ticket, 2B pencils and silent clock can be put on the
desk.All other articles must be stored at the location specified by the test examiner.
4)Test Regulations

The test taker is not allowed to take food or soft drinks during the test;

The test taker shall not open the test paper beforehand, answer questions in a
different sections, tear, change, or copy the contents of the test paper, take the test

paper or the Answer Sheet out of the test room, cheat or disobey the test examiner.

Note: If the test takerviolates test regulations, the test examiner can terminate his/her test,
or keep a record of the test taker’ s behavior. Based on the record, the organizer of the test

will issue a warning, disqualify the test taker or carry out other administrative punishments.
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6.UNUSUAL AIRCUMSTANCES WHILE TAKING THE TEST

1)If the test taker is subjected to unfair treatment due to bad management such as

insufficient test time, damage to the test paper or test facilities in the test room, and
situation cannot be rectified by the test examiner, resulting in the test taker’ failure to
complete the test, Chinese Testing International will arrange a re—test for the test taker
for free as soon as possible. However, Chinese Testing International and the test center
shall not make compensation for any indirect losses.

2)If the test cannot be conducted or completed as planned due to force majeure
such as natural disasters and accidents, Chinese Testing International will organize a
re—test for test takers as soon as possible or provide a full refund, but shall not make

compensation for any indirect losses.

3. TEST-TALERS WITHSPECIAL NEEDS

Special services can be offered to test takers with certain disabilities whose
Chinese language abilities meet YCT standards. These test takers should contact
Chinese Testing International and the test centers they choose in advance so that

arrangements can be made.

LARSENCEFROMTHE TEST

If the test taker is absent from the test on the test date due to personal reasons,
Chinese Testing International will not be responsible for arranging a re—test for the test

taker, and the test fee shall not be refunded.

q.VIOLATION AND PUNISHMENT

Chinese Testing International must ensure the fairness and objectiveness of YCT
tests, and make sure that the test accurately reflects the test takers’ abilities in
Chinese language. If any test taker cheat by hiring a proxy to take the test, plagiarizing,
bringing notes to the test room, steal glances at relevant materialor disobeying
reasonable directions given by the test examiner during the test, Chinese Testing

International has the right to invalidate the test taker’ s score.
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IV.Test Score and Score Report

1T SCORING SYSTEM

YCT (Level |) consists of two sections: listening and reading. The full score of the

test is 200 points, with each section accounting for 100 points. A total score of 120 or
above will be deemed as passing for the test.

YCT (Level Il) consists of two sections: listening and reading. The full score of the
test is 200 points, with each section accounting for 100 points. A total score of 120 or
above will be deemed as passing for the test.

YCT (Level lll) consists of two sections: listening and reading. The full score of the
test is 200 points, with each section accounting for 100 points. A total score of 120 or
above will be deemed as passing for the test.

YCT (Level IV) consists of three sections: listening, reading and writing. The full
score of the test is 200 points, with each section accounting for 100 points. A total
score of 180 or above will be deemed as passingfor the test.

YCT (Beginner Level) has a total possible score of 100 points. A total score of 60 or
above will be deemed as passing for the test.

YCT (Intermediate Level) has a total possible score of 100 points. A total score of
60 or above will be deemed as passing for the test.

A total score meeting the minimum score requirements line will be deemed as
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passingfor the test. There are no minimum score requirements for a single section.

2.USAGE OF THE TEST SCCORE

1.A reference for the test takertoshow and improve his/her Chinese abilities;

2.A reference for schools concerning their Chinese teaching;

3.A reference for Chinese teaching institutions and language training agencies
regarding their assessment of Chinese teaching or language training effects;

4.A reference for the test taker for his/her attending HSK tests.

3.SCORE INQUIRY AND ScORE REPORT \\

One month after taking the test, the test taker can log on the Chinese Testing
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website at www.chinesetesting.cn, and type in his/her Test Admission Ticket number

and name to look up his/her score.

One month after the test, the test organizer will send the YCT Score Reports to
the test centers. The test taker can get his/her Score Report by showing his/her Test
Admission Ticket to the test center.

Test centers will keep the Score Reports for a period of two years. If the test taker
does not collect his/her score report within that period, the organizer and the test center

will discard it.

LADDITIONALSERVICES FOR SCORE REPORTS
1)Additional Score Report

The YCT test taker will receive a score report after the test. If the test taker wishes
to request an additional score report, or if he/she has lost his/her score report, he/she
can apply for an additional score report within two years after the test.

When applying for an additional score report, the test taker needs to pay a
service fee and postage in advance. Only online applications submitted through www.
chinesetesting.cn will be processed.

After submitting the application online, the test taker shall pay the fee in a timely
manner. Chinese Testing International will produce and send the additional score report

to the applicant within 20 days after receiving the application, related fee and postage.

Note: The word “&A&” or “COPY” will be printed on the additional score report.

This report is as effective as the original result report.

2)Score Report Correction Service

Upon receiving the score report provided by Chinese Testing International, if the
test taker finds that his/her personal information is incorrect and wants to receive a new
score report with the correct information, he/she can submit an application to Chinese
Testing International.

The application to correct the score report information should be submitted within

two years after the test, and the applicant is required to pay the service fee and postage
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in advance.

Requirements for Correcting Score Report Information

Only the application submitted online by the test taker will be processed.
Only the following information can be corrected:

Note: “Misspelled name”  refers to incorrect name information due to input errors.
Significant changes to the name are not allowed. If Chinese Testing International deems a
